Putting Leavening Out

[bookmark: _GoBack]Prep:  Write bad habits/works of the flesh on post-its.
Draw house on paper and hang on wall of classroom.
Have a glass and a pitcher of water nearby.

Discuss:  During the Spring feast of DULB, leavening represents sin.  We must examine ourselves (II Cor 13:5) and work on removing the sin from our “spiritual house” while we are cleaning our physical house.

Activity:  Have each student try and “find” the leavening in the room. (Post the sticky-note in plain view and somewhere the child can reach while the student hides his eyes.)
Have the student attach the post-it to the house.
After everyone has had a turn, ask the students how to remove the leavening from the house.

Demonstrate how to remove the air from a glass (by filling it with water.)

Explain:  We remove the leaven/sin from our lives by replacing it with good works/fruits of the spirit.

Review the post-it notes and replace them with post-its containing good characteristics/works.
